The Word Points the Way 

to enter in to the mind of God

"I am the way..."  (John 14:6)

"Who has known the mind of the Lord?" Isaiah 40:13

In Old Testament times, prior to the gifts of the Son and Spirit given to us, knowing God's mind was understood to be improbable (but not impossible).  God gifted some to know His mind for specific reasons and for limited periods of time for special purposes (e.g., Noah being told by God to build the ark, David writing the Psalms, Prophets prophesying).  Isaiah's "Who has known the mind of the Lord?" (40:13) is rhetorical.

"'Who has known the mind of the Lord?' .... But we have the mind of Christ." 1 Corinthians 2:16


In New Testament times and presently, post-fulfillment of the promise of the Son and the Spirit, we are able to know the mind of God in part through His Word (specific revelation), in His creation (general revelation), by His Spirit (divine revelation), and because of His Son (revelation of God in the flesh).


The vast distance and disproportion between God and man forever excludes man from fully entering in to or intimately knowing the mind of God.  Through Christ we, Believers who have His Spirit, know as much of the mind of God as is needed for our salvation and God-pleasing discipleship.  We know not the mind of God, "but we have the mind of Christ" (1 Cor. 2:16) revealed to us by His Spirit, a great privilege which bears responsibility.

"But of that day and hour no one knows...not the Son, but the Father alone." Matthew 24:36


The God-man Jesus, while on this earth, did not fully know the mind of God.  Yet in Matthew 24:46 Jesus tells us, apropos of His return, "Blessed is he who his Lord finds faithful when He comes."  We are found faithful if we are living as disciples of the revelations of the mind of God already revealed to us.

Frustrated trying to follow the paths of the maze to enter in to the Mind of God?

Found it an impossibility? Whether through Prayer or Bible Study (or any other discipline) 

it will always be impossible for us to fully know or enter in to the mind of God.
